1 cup chicken broth
3 tb. balsamic vinegar

2 tsp. corn starch

1) prepare roma beans and couscous as labels direct.
2) meanwhile, in 12 in. skillet, heat 1 tb.oil on med. until hot.
add chicken and cook 412 min. or until juices run clear
when the thickest part is pierced. Transfer to plate
3) In same skillet, in remaining oil, cook pear wedgdsiin. or until tender

4) In cup, mix broth, vinegar, and cornstarch; add to
skillet with pears.
